 Review the code and run security scans
 Remediate any issues
e Dedicated platform if required

o Keep up with updates that patch known
security iIssues

e Treat it like any other software!

No one way of getting software can answer all
needs (COTS, Open Source, custom code).

Treat Open Source like any other custom code
